The overarching objective of WP2 is to build and to improve capacities within the quintuple helix to support
the implementation of the bioeconomy strategy in close cooperation with stakeholders.

1. Creation of a platform for an international community of experts (consisting of selected policy makers,
researchers, advisers, key industry stakeholders) in the BIOEAST countries, who have high outreach and
multiplicator potential for creating bioeconomy networks at national and macro-regional level to build
capacities for the national and macro-regional development of the bioeconomy.

The SRIA will provide the EU Member States and the European Institutions with strategic information
concerning the deployment of a knowledge-driven bioeconomy in the BIOEAST macro-region.
